It has been a busy week since Janet retired and the transition of adding the financial operations of the
Electric, Water, and WPC Funds to my duties. As the City’s new Finance Director, I want to assure you
that I am working diligently to review the financial entries made from October 2014 through February
2015. The Electric, Water, and WPC financial statements for the month ending February 28, 2015 are
attached, marked as “Exhibit E”,

The 4/2/2015 final draft of the 9/30/2014 financial statements as provided by the City’s new auditor BKD
LLP, were finally approved by Janet prior to her retirement that day. Therefore I spent a good deal of the
past week incorporating the financial statements of the Electric, Water, and WPC Funds into the City’s
Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the fiscal year end 2014. Our goal is to have both
the printed Audit Report for the BPW Funds and the City’s CAFR completed by 4/30/2015.
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As a point of information, I did move the Customer Deposit Money Market and corresponding Checking

Account from First National Bank of Omaha to Security First Bank. Security First Bank has the operating
checking and money market account and all other reserve accounts for the Electric, Water, and WPC funds
and it will be more efficient and secure to have all of those funds in the same bank. It should be noted that

whenever the City or BPW has funds available for investment all banks will be offered the chance to bid on
those funds.

Again, it is my goal to have financial statements to you on a timely basis and provide you with charts
showing an analysis of the current year as compared to the prior year, I would just ask for your patience

this first month as I take time to make sure that the past months financials are complete before moving
forward.

Code Enforcement
Rob Mierau, Code Enforcement Officer

The Code Enforcement Officer reviewed 73 code violations in March. Seventy (70) of these violations are
currently being investigated. Three (3) were corrected. Fifty-two (52) violations from previous month’s
reports have been corrected and were cleared in March. See attached list, marked as “Exhibit I”.

During the month of March we sent out over 70 code violation letters, again, with the majority of those
being from one neighborhood as I continue to work my way through the city. You will notice a very small
number in the “corrected violations™ column, as those were difficult to track this month. Many of the
deadlines and rechecks were towards the end of the month and many citizens called in to and advise their
nuisances would be removed during “Clean City Week”. We granted those 1-3 week extensions and will
recheck those violations after Clean City Week. In April’s report you should see a larger number of
corrected violations that should balance out the two months.

March 9-13, 2015, I attended the 2015 EduCode conference presented by the International Code Council
(ICC). This conference hosted over 1,000 attendees from across the country, and offered more than 80
classes to attend. I attended five classes: Residential Plan Review, Residential Inspections, Commercial
Plan Review, Commercial Building Inspections; and Fire Resistance of Building Components. This
conference was very beneficial in many ways as it clarified many areas of the building and planning codes
through the classes and the discussions in (and out) of class. I met many professionals in the industry and
was able to exchange thoughts and ideas with those individuals, so we can improve our department. In
addition, these classes fulfilled some of the mandatory continuing education credits (CEU’s) that the ICC
requires to maintain my current certifications.
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During the month of March I have taken-on more residential building inspections, primarily those that I
have obtained certifications for (mechanical and plumbing), and feel most comfortable with. This has
lessened the load on our contracted building officials, as well as our in-house assistance.

During the last week in March our Caselle systems database was uploaded and the software became
somewhat operational. Caselle has asked that I take a few days to “play around” with the system, and then
schedule a 4-8 hour day of training with their training department. Due to other training, vacation/sick
days, and busy day-to-day operations in the offices I have not had time to “play around” with the software
or schedule the training, but plan to do so by the end of April.

[ continue to work on various projects related to code enforcement and building inspections. One of the
code enforcement projects is developing a plan of action for people with hoarding tendencies. 1 plan to
meet with a couple of different agencies in the days/weeks to come so I can determine how I can use their
resources to assist our department.

For the building inspections side I have spoken to many contractors in the City and learned that “knowing
the rules” and “consistency” have been some of the major problems in the past, particularly with residential
related construction. I have started to develop a more informative and better organized checklist for the
permit application process that, hopefully, puts us all on the same page. 1 believe this process will give
everyone a better understanding on the frontend (when permit applications are submitted) of what we are
expecting, thus making things on the backend (everything past the application process) go more smoothly.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
Bruce Lang, Chief of Police

We continue to work on the dispatch project with the City of Crete. When they approached us about
providing them with dispatch service we asked why they were not joining Saline County and they indicated
this was not an option. We proceeded on that premise and at the last Crete City Council meeting members
of the Saline County Board asked them to consider consolidating with them. The Crete City Council
passed a resolution authorizing the administration to begin negotiations with us and at the same time the
Council asked the Crete staff to explore the option of joining Saline County.

The Saline County system lacks several features that we enjoy here in Gage County and also at most
modern police facilities across the country. The administration in Crete wants to join us and they are

exploring the Saline County offer at the request of the Council; however, they have indicated a desire to
proceed with planning.

Having said that, we are working through the details without committing ourselves to anything until I have
a firm commitment from Crete. It is clearly the right thing to do and makes great economic sense;
however, as we all know when politics get involved the right thing doesn’t always get done. 1 will keep
you all posted.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Brian Daake, Fire Chief

Beatrice Fire and Rescue responded to 202 emergency medical calls and 41 fire and/or hazardous material
calls in March 2015. The busiest day of the month of March for EMS calls was Sunday with 34. In March
2014, we responded to 188 emergency medical calls and 35 fire and/or hazardous material calls. Monday
was the busiest day of the week with 32 EMS calls.

Our top three (3) patient transport locations were: 110 patients to Beatrice Community Hospital & Health
Center; 21 patients to Bryan Medical Center East; and 18 patients to Bryan Medical Center West.

This March 57% of our medical calls were billed as advanced life service (ALS), while 24% were basic life

support (BLS). The remainder of the medical calls fall into the other category i.e. no transport, no patient
found, called off, etc.

Average time spent on the medical calls continue to vary from area to area. This time frame is from time
of us being dispatched to returning to quarters. This average includes all 911 medical calls including those
that were not transported or cancelled. The average time spent last month on these calls inside of Beatrice
was 00:44:46. The average time in our EMS District had an average time of 1:04:00 with 5 calls for
service. Outside of our EMS District we had a total of 15 calls with an average time spent of 01:25:05.
There were 14 in town transfers for an average time of 00:46:18 and 54 out of town transfers for an average
time of 02:30:09. The average time for all calls is 01:23:33,

Training topics for March included: Strategy & Tactics, ET-Intubation, Emergency Vehicle Operations,
EMS Instructor, streets & hydrants, computer training, Case Reviews, Difficult Airway, Rescue carries &
drags, Ongoing Size Up & Rescue Profiling, Fire Behavior, ERT Medic, Ground Ladders, Search
Procedures, Aerial Platform Operations, Burn Care, Haz Mat Challenge, Truck Work: Training to Tactics,

Pump Operations, Fire Streams, Hydrant Operations, and Ventilation. We also had two (2) public
education events.

We also had our annual function test done on the regulators of our self-contained breathing apparatus. We
did have a couple of regulators that did require repairs. March also began the process of our annual testing
of fire hose.

Last month we also had an on the job back injury, when one of our employees as a member of the team,
moved a patient. It appears he will require surgery to correct the issue.

Spraying on the trail going south is complete. Some tree trimming is still needed before construction of
the trail.

Staff installed the sign for Beatrice Chamber of Commerce on west side of the Carnegie Building.
Painting at the City Auditorium is complete. Staff has been cleaning the floor and seating area of the
arena.

Part-time employees began mowing the week of April 13™.

Beatrice Girls Softball hosted a one day tournament at Hannibal Park Easter weekend. Thirty-two (32)
teams participated in tournament.

Alternate funding is being sought at this time for the playground at Scott Street Ball Fields.

Beatrice Girls Softball Association has raised funds for continued improvements at Hannibal Park. The
new LED scoreboards have been ordered and will arrive in five (5) weeks. Staff will install the new
scoreboards. Fencing for the batting cage was purchased and is being installed by volunteers from the
association. Safety netting is also being investigated for the seating areas on the two (2) north fields.
Drainage ditch at Scott Street Ball Fields is complete. All areas have been seeded. North parking lot
still needs posts and cable installed to designate parking areas.

Staff have been working at Water Park getting ready to turn water on the for the upcoming 2015
season.

Staff will begin spraying seventeen (17) miles of Homestead Trail from Beatrice to Cortland in the
coming weeks.

BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS

ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT

James Burroughs, City Engineer

Engineering Department is continuing to build the GIS system for street signs and pavement markings,
water and sanitary sewer system. Currently efforts have been concentrated on locating manholes and
determine invert elevations.

Storm Sewer:

1.

Scott Street Ball Fields: Completed grading, culvert installation along with the necessary concrete
control bt?x at Bluff Street. Fine grading was also completed. Seeding operation is to follow after
April 15"

MS4 Permit: Efforts have continued with the services of FHU consulting engineers to update the
necessary reports for grants funds received from the NDEQ. A review of the proposed changes to the

City of Beatrice Ordinances and Codes has been conducted. These will be brought to the City Council
for approval over the next few months.

Erosion Control: Due to the recent rain events engineering staff have conducted on-site inspection of
erosion controls measure at current building locations. The sites that were found to be deficient in
proper Best Management Practices (BMP) are being sent correction letters.
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4. NE H20: Participated in a conference call concerning the creating of Post-Storm water regulations that
all Tier Il communities will adopt in the near future.

Public Properties:
1. SE Trail: The Hazardous Material report has been completed and submitted for inclusion into the
NEPA document. This will be completed and sent to Nebraska Game and Parks for review.

2. Scott Street Ballfields: The youth baseball organization wants to build a new storage structure for the
field located on the east side of Center Street. Floodplain regulations were researched and provide to
their committee that must be followed in order for the structure to meet current regulations.

3. Carnegie Building: Meet with NDOR staff to discuss providing a location for “Tourist Info” signage
along 6™ and Court Street that would direct travelers to the Carnegie Building,

4. Beatrice Public Schools: Attended a meeting concerning the placement and need for utility and street
improvements for the construction of a new elementary school located at Lincoln and 33 Street. A
preliminary cost estimate was created for the streets, water, and electrical improvements. These were

provided to the School’s architect (DLR) for inclusion into the anticipated costs of construction for the
entire project.

Streets:

1. Driveway and Sidewalk Inspections: Inspections of driveways and their associated sidewalks to make
sure they meet the new ADA requirements have been conducted.

2. 6™ and Industrial: Plans are being created for the intersection improvements. Details and the right turn
lane configuration are being included into the plan set.

3. Lane Mile Report: The updated Lane Mile Report information was gathered and provide to the Street
Department for submittal to NDOR.

4. Mill & Overlay Projects: Plans and specification are completed and the project was sent out for bids.
Bid opening was conducted on April 9, 2015. The apparent low bidder is Pavers Construction
Company.

5. 2" Street Museum: NDOR has awarded the engineering project to a Snyder and Associates an Omaha

engineering firm. The contract documents have been sent the City of Beatrice for signature by all
parties.

6. Misc. Concrete Repairs: Plans and specification are completed and the project was sent out for bids.
Bid opening was conducted on April 9, 2015. The apparent low bidder was Tiemann Construction.

7. Curb & Gutter Repairs: Project has been completed and is currently out for bids. The bid opening is
scheduled for April 23, 2015.

8. BSDC: Meet with BSDC staff and their design team representative to discuss street naming and

building address system to better match up with the City of Beatrice system due to the annexation of
the property.
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Plats & Subdivisions:
1. Covered Bridge Subdivision: The developers have decided to shelf the project.

2. 407 Court Street: Participated in several meeting concerning this project. Meet with adjacent land
owners to discuss other options concerning the bracing of their building. A pre-bid meeting was
conducted on site with any interested contractors considering bidding the demolition of the building.
An addendum was created and bids were opened on March 25, 2015.

Water:
1. South 6™ Street Big Blue River Crossing: A new 12-inch water main is to be directionally drilled under
the Big Blue River eliminating the water main hanging on the existing bridge. The Engineering

Department has been involved in progress meeting with the consulting engineer and provided some
review comments.

2. As-built Drawings: Currently updated plans based on the as-built data provide by Water Department
staff for the 2014 water projects. A list of these projects has been provided to the NDHHS as required.

3. 9" Street from Beaver to Green Street: The Engineering Department has conducted a topographical
survey and is currently laying out the alignment and creating a plan set for the installation of a new 8-
inch water main along the east side of 9™ Street due to excessive breaks in the existing 4-inch line
which is along the west side of 9 Street.

Sanitary Sewer:

1. WWTF Influent Pump Station: Olsson Associates has begun the process of gathering data and creating
the plans and specification for the project.

2. Lake Ridge Estates: The sanitary sewer plans were completed and sent out for bids. Bid opening took
place on March 26, 2015. The apparent low bidder was Goossen Construction.

Floodplain Management:
1. Flood Elevation Certificates: 501 West Jefferson, and 1103 Woodland Avenue

2. Did answer general question concerning existing property that are being sold as to whether or not they
are in the floodplain and what are the requirements if they plan to build a garage or accessory building
on the property.

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ELECTRIC DEPARTMENT
Pat Feist, Superintendent

The following projects were worked on this past month:

Distribution Work

Six (6) poles were replaced in various areas due to the condition of the poles and for upgrades that were
needed. Nine (9) days were spent trimming and removing trees.

Several boring jobs were completed. There was a 360° bore from 5™ to 7™ Street, between Court and Ella.
This was done in conjunction with a voltage conversion project. At Hannibal Park, new primary
underground was installed to the pad mount transformer in preparation to convert that area to 12.47Kv. A

300 section of primary underground was installed on South Hwy 77 to alleviate some outage issues that
we had been having in the area.

Substations

Two (2) poles were set, one at Substation #5 and one at Substation #8 to mount communication equipment
on for the new AMI system. Normal maintenance was performed at all the substations.

Services

New underground lines were trenched and new equipment was installed along the trail at Chautauqua Park.
Seven (7) overhead services were replaced due to panel upgrades and due to bad insulation.

Street Lighting

The Electric Department received reports on fourteen (14) street lights and security lights which were not
working. They have all been repaired. Eighty-one (81) street li%hts were replaced with led lights. A 250°
conduit was bored in on the north side of Ella Street, between 5" and 6™ Street. This was to replace a street
light circuit that went bad. Three (3) new light bases were installed and three (3) new decorative lights
were installed. One (1) security light pole was changed out due to the condition of the pole.

WATER DEPARTMENT
Steve Kelley, Superintendent

The meter change outs for this year have been completed, other than a few in house meters we cannot gain
access to. There are also a few larger meters that we will be working on in the next couple weeks to finish
up the program for this year. We have also exercised some water valves and continue to test backflows.

The Department also removed ten (10) inactive water taps, replaced two (2) water service lines that were
leaking, replaced seven (7) meter yokes, and installed three (3) new 17 water taps.

One (1) employee is still on light duty. He has been operating the street sweeper for the last few weeks.
We are also providing a person to read meters due to an open position.
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WPC DEPARTMENT
Dean Kelch, Chief Plant Operator

The WPC Department jetted 7,719 feet of daily line maintenance, 3,610 feet of monthly line maintenance,
and tv'd 4,457 feet of sewer main with Range Rover camera.

The Department did some flow monitoring in some areas of concern. The two (2) heaters in the press room
have been installed and will be wired soon.

The Compost Site opened on April 1%, The hours of operation are Monday thru Saturday, 8:00 a.m. to 8:00
p.m,

All preventive maintenance is complete for March.

Two (2) employees were sent to Vactor Training. This class gives training to help understand the functions,
safety, and maintenance of the new jet truck. One employee also attended a training class to earn credit
hours to maintain his wastewater certificate. Jerry Dishman transferred from a Meter Reader position to a
Maintenance Worker I with the WPC Department.

STREET DEPARTMENT
Jason Moore, Superintendent

We had one (1) winter precipitation event on March 4™, We used seven (7) tons of salt and twenty-four
(24) tons of sand and salt mix (mix is | ton of salt to 4 tons of gravel).

We swept streets 13 out of 22 working days.

We replaced approximately 40' of handicap curbing at the church on 10" and High Street. We started
cleaning and reshaping the ditches on gravel streets on Wiebe, Penner, and Paddock Street.

A new culvert was installed and a new rock driveway was built on Wiebe Street at the homeowner’s
request. The homeowner was charged for the material. We also widened a rock driveway on Herbert

Street at the homeowner’s request. The homeowner was charged for the material.

Started blading all rock alleys within the City. As of April 1%, three-fourths (3/4) of all alleys are
completed.

The Department spot patched throughout the City for (6) days using approximately 1,850 lbs of patching
material.

We finished construction of the Scott Street Ball Field drainage ditch. This consisted of installing two (2)

new culverts and constructing a main walkway. We also constructed a new 16'x6' concrete stormwater
catch basin at Scott and Bluff Street.

Sign repair was completed on Ashland Street and Hwy 77.
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The storm grates throughout the City were cleaned out after the one inch (1") rain event on March 24",
After large rain events, the storm grates at outflows will collect debris that washes into storm sewers and
blocks the flow of water.

The snow fencing on Industrial Row was removed.

We spent approximately ten (10) days cutting and chipping trees throughout the City that hung over streets
or blocked the visibility of stop signs.

The 2015 Lane Mile Report with new annexations was submitted to NDOR.

We hauled the street sweepings from Center Street to the Landfill for daily intermediate covering. We also
hauled approximately eighty (80) tons of asphalt millings from Center Street to the Landfill and
constructed a new access road to the top of the active landfill phase.

The 1*" Quarter methane gas well testing at the Landfill was finished.

Gave two (2) tours of the Landfill and C & D Site to engineering groups for future landfill construction
