Federal-Aid Urban Area Boundary Update (NDOR Road Classification) 
 
James Burroughs, City Engineer, reviewed the updates to the City’s Urban Area Boundaries to 
adjust the city limit line and make minor changes to the roadway classifications.   The Nebraska 
Department of Roads (NDOR) reviewed the changes requested by Burroughs and was in 
agreement to his recommendations.  Chairman Eskra inquired if this would have any effect on 
funding received.  Tobias Tempelmeyer, General Manager, noted the way projects are funded 
has been changed and is no longer based on the classification as it had been in the past.

Dick Tegtmeier Lane 
 
Tobias Tempelmeyer, General Manager, reported to the Board that the new hatchery will be 
going into the northwest corner of the Industrial Park and when the ground was originally 
platted, the street was named Freeman Lane.  Tempelmeyer noted there is already a Freeman 
Lane located in Pioneer Acres.  Tempelmeyer noted upon discussion it was agreed that it would 
be best to rename the street located in the Industrial Park, since it has only been platted and is not 
yet an existing street.  It was recommended to name the street after Dick Tegtmeier.  Mayor 
Wirth noted Tegtmeier was involved in economic development predominately in the Industrial 
Park and naming the street after him would be a good fit.

LES Capacity Contract 
 
Tobias Tempelmeyer, General Manager, presented the Master Power Purchase & Sale 
Agreement with Lincoln Electric System (LES) for the short term purchase of capacity, as the 
City moves away from purchasing their power from Nebraska Public Power District (NPPD).  
Tempelmeyer noted the City is currently working with Bluestem Energy Solutions, LLC, to 
supply its capacity upon leaving NPPD and the contract with LES would provide the capacity 
need until Bluestem is able to provide that service.  The contract with LES would be for a three 
(3) year term and could be sold on the market should Bluestem be up and operational before the 
term of the contract expires.  Tempelmeyer further noted it was the recommendation of JK 
Energy to enter into the contract with LES now as there has been an increase in the capacity 
price.  Boardmember Baehr inquired if the City pays for its capacity now.  Tempelmeyer noted 
the City does pay for capacity currently, however it is all in one (1) bill, since the capacity and 
energy are all provided by NPPD.  Tempelmeyer noted the price for capacity with LES is 
cheaper than what the City currently pays.   
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Moved by Moon, seconded by Moran, to recommend to Mayor and City Council to enter into a 
Master Power Purchase & Sale Agreement and Confirmation Letter with the City of Lincoln, 
Nebraska, doing business as Lincoln Electric System (LES).

Bluestem MOU 
 
Tobias Tempelmeyer, General Manager, presented the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 
with Bluestem Energy Solutions, LLC, which guarantees the City will work exclusively with 
Bluestem to generate a facility for the purchase of their capacity needs.  Boardmember Moran 
inquired if the City is able to get out of the MOU should Bluestem not meet the needs.  
Tempelmeyer noted the City can get out at any time by paying the developer fee and an 
additional twenty-five percent (25%). 
 
Moved by Moran, seconded by Baehr, to recommend to Mayor and City Council to enter into a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Bluestem Energy Solutions, LLC.
